Now that summer is officially over in 
England and the temperature falls to sub-
zero and the rainfall levels rise, the 
Maggie Bank just keeps on surfing along 
with the best of live music free for you to 
enjoy in the bar. 
For something a bit different we offer 
two, yes two, rock and roll style bands 
this month.   
First we have Some Like It Hot, a hot 
rockin' rollin’ trio, who keep it simple but 
authentic.  With songs by the likes of Carl 
Perkins, Billy Grammer, and naturally 
Elvis, Some Like It Hot belt out classic 
rock and roll and a bit of rock-a-billy with 
a traditional set up of guitar, upright 
doghouse bass and small drum kit. 
More rock n roll comes in the form of 
The Hiccup Riot, 
last seen at the 
Maggie on a 
Sunday afternoon 
back in April, 
they blew the 
audience away.  
With authentic performances and some 
original songs they really rock in a rock-
a-billy bluegrass style.  If you like this 
style of music you better make the most 
of this show, as the band will be 
disappearing for a while as part of the 
band travel overseas. 
Fancy a bit continental.  The Magnesia 
Bank is proud to bring to you the high 
energy sounds of Holland, in the form of 

Backstreet Crawl.  They are travelling 
from Holland to support Ray Stubbs 
R’n’B All Stars at The Stormin’ The 

Castle Festival.  
They are at the 
Maggie on 
Saturday 5th and 
will be playing 

their energetic swinging blues music with 
their usual enthusiasm. 
After a frenetic Saturday night you will 
need to wind a little on Sunday afternoon.  
So make sure you catch the legendary 
Mick Whitaker, Mike Waller and 
Charlie Harcourt from 4pm.  Mixing just 
about 
every 
style 
of 
music 
from 
folk to 
blues to rock to pop, WWH are firm 
favourites among music fans. 
After a long time of waiting patiently, 
Russ Tippins has finally made to the 
Maggie stage.  One of the finest 
exponents of the acoustic and electric 
rock guitar and 
having one of the best 
voices in the game, 
Russ has been a 
leading figure in live 
music for a very long 
time.  He brings his 
solo show to the Maggie on Wednesday 
16th. 
For a night of sophisticated Chicago and 
Orleans style based blues try Blues 
Delux.  Featuring the amazing guitar riffs 
of Steve Williams, Blues Delux are one of 



the best Rhythm and Blues bands in the 
North of England.  Their style expands 
the range of blues to its full potential and 
captures all that is good and leaves out the 
‘dull stuff’. 
Fancy a bit 
of jivin’ on 
a Sunday 
afternoon.  
We have a 
limited 
opportunity for you see the party dance 
band Grooveline.  Normally only found at 
private functions and corporate events, 
Grooveline are one of the leading live 
bands for weddings etc and we have them 
booked for a showcase performance from 
4pm on 20th September. 
Once upon a time there was a folk band 
called Lindisfarne, it plodded along doing 

its own thing for over 
thirty and had a few 
hits on the way.  Steve 
Daggett was part of 
that thing.  As one 
time producer and 
touring member of the 
band Steve was 

involved in some of the more successful 
albums the band released.  The period 
gave him the opportunity to wear some of 
the worst shirts ever made and work in 
such memorable bands as, Stiletto and It 
Hz.  Steve performs a mix of well known 
covers among his own original numbers.  
The influence of people like Dylan and 
Alan hull are obvious in his material. 
If you like rock music but don’t like it 
loud, then you will love Blue Diamond.  
Usually reserved for Sunday Afternoons, 
Blue Diamond are playing on a Saturday 

night for a change of scene.  Great three 
part harmony and rock covers from the 
likes of Pink Floyd, The Eagles, Steely 
Dan and Wishbone Ash mixed with the 
pop sounds of the like of Paul Weller and 
Phil Collins.  Definitely one not to miss.
