Big news on the live music front is the 
announcement that we will be hosting a free 
gig in the bar by The Force.  The North’s top 

rock band are usually found in pay to hear 
venues, including sell out gigs at The City 
Hall.  As a treat we have secured a gig in the 
bar on Friday 15 January so you can sample 
what many people have been raving about for 
years. 
Another rock hotspot will occur when The 
Proper Boys play on Saturday 23 January.  
Slightly edging toward the blues rock end of 
the scale, The Proper Boys have been filling 
the rock venues of the North for ages and 
have been patiently waiting to have a crack at 
the Maggie. 
Finishing our rock triple, 
we are bringing The 
Poor Boys back as well.  
Now regulars at The 
Maggie, The Poor Boys 
have established them 
selves as firm favourites 
in the world of blues 
rock music.

Other regulars at the Maggie are back in 
January include; No Time For Jive with their 

swinging rhythm and blues show, the band 
features Scotswood Slim on Blues-harp, the 
uncrowned king of the triple tongue.  Ray 
Stubbs R’n’B Stubbs, the hottest rhythm and 
blues outfit going, fronted by the Godfather of 
Northern Blues, actor, writer and probably 
one of the most respected blues men in 
Europe.  Archie Brown and The Young 
Bucks, a long running outfit who perform a 
blend of country blues and rock from across 
the years mixed with original sounds that are 
distinctly Archie Brown.   
New on the Maggie Stage, we have Jam Hot.  
Fronted by the lead vocals from top bands, 
Grooveline and Funk Conspiracy, a great 
party sound of soul, R’n’B and pop music to 
get you dancing in your seats. 
Fancy a bit of bluegrass hickory smoke 
hillbilly stompin', then try The Hiccup Riot 
on Sunday afternoon, 10 January.  Top rock-
a-billy-country played with honest feelings 
and energy. 

We are hosting a re-union on Sunday 
afternoon 31 January, when Steve Daggett 

gets back together with Rach Rhoads and 
Michael Bailey in The Steve Daggett 
Acoustic Trio.  Steve has been a popular 

choice, with loads of experience in music 
production and live shows, including a stint 
with Lindisfarne during their prime years.  
Michael and Rach have played in the past 
with the likes of Peter Donegan, Billy 
Mitchell and the legendary Morgan Le Fay.  
They are currently playing with The Caffreys 
(Rach guests now and then).  The acoustic trio 
brings together years of collaboration, 
fantastic covers and original works in a 
friendly easy to listen to style.
